HVAC:

A chilled water loop serves the entire facility. Chilled water is provided to the loop by
chillers in three locations:
e Four Trane and Carrier centrifugal chillers are located in the third floor
mechanical room in the Tower. Refrigerant is R-22.
e Three Trane CentraVac centrifugal chillers are located in the basement
mechanical room in the Seneca Building. These chillers utilize refrigerant CFC-
11. This chiller plant is inactive.
e Two York centrifugal chillers are located in the sub-basement mechanical room
in the McCurdy’s building. Refrigerant is R-22.
e Removal of R-11 and R-22 will require special handling and disposal.

The chilled water system (chilled water loop and plants) is generally shut down for the
season between October 15 and April 15. The chilled water loop may serve additional
areas outside the complex.

Euclid Building and Trailways fed from Chilled Water Plant located on Midtown Tower
3" floor. Both will require continued service after July 2008.

Dave R. discussed with Dave Manioci possible scenario to maintain Euclid Building and
not utilize Tower plant. After central systems are shut down, a temporary chiller of
approximately 100 Tons may be needed for the Euclid Building.

Maintaining conditioned air to the tenants remaining after July 2008 must be understood.

There remains a chiller system within the basement of the Seneca building that had been
shut down for over two years now.

An old abandoned chilled water system was observed. The area has many regulated
chemicals within the room that will require proper containerization and disposal. There
also are many barrels of used oil from maintenance over the years. Decommissioning of
these systems may not have been completed since there are no tags on any of the lines,
nor are they broken open. Freon may still be present.

Chilled water pump system was observed as part of the overall loop system from the 31
floor of the Tower.

The Euclid Building heating system is served by the heating loop by means of Heat
Exchanger HX-1 located in the Euclid Building Equipment Room.

Steam boilers are also located in the basement of the McCurdy’s sub-basement.
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
