The cemetery has ample space to inter future
generations and offers traditional ground burial
for full body and cremated remains. Family plots
and single graves are available throughout the
cemetery, including

the historic north end.

Full Grave

L%ltiple interments are allowed in a grave

space. A maximum of two full body and four
cremation burials are afforded in one grave
space. The choice to use the grave for the
interment of two full body burials must be made
at the time of the first interment. Up to four
cremation burials are permitted once the full
burials have been completed. The choice to use
the grave solely for cremation interment is also
allowed. An additional right of interment fee is
assessed for cremation interments after one
or more full interments are made. The fee is

also applicable for subsequent cremation burials
in cases where a grave is used solely for cremat-
ed remains.
